All Things Are Possible with God
Mark 10:17–27
The Quest for Eternal Security
A rich young man came to Jesus asking one of life’s deepest questions: “What must I do to inherit eternal life?” Though he was wealthy, disciplined, and morally upright, he still lacked peace. His success and morality could not answer life’s deepest concerns about eternity. Like many people today, he discovered that money, achievements, and outward goodness cannot satisfy the soul or provide lasting security. Deep inside, every person longs for assurance beyond this life. Jesus reveals that true peace comes not from what we possess or achieve, but from a right relationship with God. 

It Is Impossible by Human Effort
Jesus reminded the young man of God’s commandments, exposing a deeper truth: outward obedience alone cannot save us. God’s law reaches beyond actions into the heart. Though the young ruler believed he had obeyed God, wealth had become an idol in his life. Jesus lovingly revealed the thing he trusted more than God and invited him to surrender it. Yet the man walked away sad because he could not let go. Likewise, no amount of morality, religion, or effort can earn eternal life. We all fall short of God’s perfect standard. 

It Is Possible with God’s Grace
When the disciples asked, “Who then can be saved?” Jesus answered: “With man this is impossible, but not with God; all things are possible with God.” Salvation is impossible through human effort but possible through God’s grace in Jesus Christ. Like the thief on the cross, we are saved not by works but by faith. Jesus already accomplished what we could never do ourselves through His death on the cross. Eternal life is God’s gift to those who trust in Him. 

Application Questions:
1. What are you depending on most for security—your achievements, possessions, morality, or Jesus Christ? 
2. Is there anything in your life that has become more important to you than God?
